2 toll collectors shot in robbery

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r [‘WO toll collectors were in-
jured when a gunman
opened fire before robbing

them of RM2,000 near the Serem-

ban toll plaza on Thursday
night.

Nurijah Rosli, 24, who is two
months pregnant, and Mohd Hafiz
Zamri, 26, were on a motorcycle
heading towards the Projek
Lebuhraya Utara-Selatan Bhd
(PLUS) office 100 metres away from
the toll plaza when the robbers
turned up in a Proton Wira.

Nurijah was shot in the back.
Hafiz suffered a gunshot on the
right thigh.

Both were rushed to Tuanku Jaa-
far Hospital where they were ward-
ed.

Seremban police chief Assistant
Commissioner Saiful Azly Ka-
maruddin said the victims were on
their way the PLUS office to hand
over the day’s collection.

“Their motorcycle was inter-
cepted by the robbers’ car at a
traffic light junction. The suspects
then fired three shots at the vic-
tims.”

One of the suspects got out of the
car and grabbed the two bags con-
taining the money before fleeing
towards Sendayan.

Saiful said the victims were ac-
companied by an unarmed se-
curity guard on motorcycle. How-
ever, at the time of the robbery,
the guard had stopped at the
junction as the lights had turned
red.

He said Nurijah suffered in-
juries on the back and had been
listed as stable while Hafiz had to
be transferred to Serdang Hos-
pital.
